	The DCFS Sustainable Schools strategy aims to empower children to lead sustainable lives by teaching them the skills and behaviours needed to become part of the solution to the world’s big challenges, rather than part of the problem. 

It focuses on ways in which sustainable development can be embedded into whole-school management practices and provides practical guidance to help schools operate in a more sustainable way. 

It comprises eight ‘doorways’: Food and Drink; Energy and Water; Travel and Traffic; Purchasing and Waste; Buildings & Grounds; Inclusion and Participation; local  wellbeing; global dimension. Each doorway may be approached individually or as part of a whole school action plan. Many of the doorways are interconnected. 

Each doorway plays a role in the major areas of school life – the curriculum, campus and community and encompasses a long-term expectation clarifying where the Government would like schools to be by the year 2020.

	The Public Sector Food Procurement Initiative (PSFPI) – Why it is important

Public Sector food procurement accounts for over £2 billion spent each year on food supply and catering services of which the largest spend by far is school meals cost at £1.2 billion annually.  It is to harness this spending power in pursuit of healthier and more sustainable food and catering operations that the “Public Sector Food Procurement Initiative” (PSFPI) was launched.  Both the Association of School Governors and the School Food Trust have in 2008 issued guidelines signposting the objectives of PSFPI for existing and future food policies. 

School meals have attracted attention in recent years over concerns about their nutritional value and impact on children’s health.  Cost is a key consideration.  So is the need to promote healthy food and improve the efficiency and sustainability of food procurement, catering and supply.  That means taking account of environmental, social and economic impacts in achieving best value.

Until recently efficiency and sustainability in school catering were considered irreconcilable and, for that reason, treated separately.  In practice, efficiency and sustainability can and should be pursued in tandem.

	NCMP is one element of Healthy Weight Healthy Lives: A Cross-Government Strategy for England (2008).

Outline how NCMP is key to our understanding and vital to inform trend analysis and effective development, planning and delivery of children’s services at regional and local levels.

Show that the data underpins relevant local indicators in both the National Indicator Set for Local Area Agreements and Tier 2 Signs for PCTs. The NCMP data will help Local Strategic Partnerships and PCTs develop goals for healthy weight and contribute to deliver the national ambition.

Although child obesity prevalence is significantly higher than the national average in the West Midlands, the range of difference between the high and the low levels of obesity is relatively small.

However, participation in the NCMP was not evenly distributed across the region during the 2006/07 school year, with 97% of eligible children measured in Dudley PCT compared with 67% in South Staffordshire PCT. So need to share good practice across the region.

Brief overview on future changes planned for NCMP, with routine feedback of results to parents among others.
